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Music Etiquette for Rehearsals and Performances 

1. Always come to a rehearsal and a performance with your music prepared. 
2. Always arrive early enough so you are warmed up and ready to play at the starting time. 
3. Always bring a pencil to rehearsal – and use it. 
4. Avoid talking during rehearsals – especially when the director is talking. 
5. Don’t count measures out loud or tap foot during rehearsals or performances.  Your time may not be someone 

else’s time. 
6. When standing for audience applause, face them and smile – SMILE BIG – and acknowledge their thanks. Do not 

be rude to the audience by ignoring their applause. 
7. If someone individually compliments you on the concert, don’t explain what we did wrong or downplay the 

performance as that insults the person giving the compliment. Accept the remarks politely and with thanks.  
Accept praise gracefully.  

8. Wear proper attire to concerts.  Do not dress sparingly. 
9. Let the director and your section know when you are not going to be at a rehearsal or a concert. 
10. Don’t expect to play a concert without being at rehearsals, unless approved by the music director.  Your 

attendance at rehearsals is as much for the others in your section as well as for you. 
11. Always listen to match style, pitch, volume, and blend to support the entire band.   
12. Support and respect our director, our board, and each other.  Where else can you get such mental and 

stimulating therapy?  Like one band member often mentions “It sure beats paying a psychiatrist!” 
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Florentiner March  
Composed by Julius Fucik 

Born July 18, 1872 Prague, Bohemia (now Czechoslovakia) 
Died September 15, 1916 Berlin, Germany 

Julius Ernst Wilhelm Fucik ("FOOchick") was a successful military orchestra conductor and 
composer. He began composing under Antonin Dvorak, although he devoted himself 
primarily to common dance forms in songs and dances, waltzes, marches, etc.  He 
belonged to a military orchestra in Krems, then returned to Prague to play bassoon in two 
local orchestras.  Later he became the conductor of the military orchestras in Budapest and 
Berlin, where he established a music publishing house, TempoVerlag.  His fortunes began to wane with the outbreak of 
the First World War. Under the privations of the war, Fucik’s business failed and his health suffered. On September 25th, 
1916, Julius Fucik died near Berlin at the young age of 44.   

Fucik was a prolific composer with over 300 marches, polkas and waltzes to his name. As most of his work was for 
military bands he is sometimes known as the "Bohemian Sousa". His best known works are “Entry of the Gladiators 
March” and “Florentiner March”. Both rank high in popularity polls, but Florentiner ranks higher in polls of band directors. 
In a recent international popularity poll, Florentiner was rated second only to Sousa's Stars and Stripes 

The march was originally titled La Rosa Di Toscana but due to political reasons, the composer was forced to change his 
salute from the entire region of Tuscany to its capital, Florence. 

This tribute is to the city of Florence. The length and content of this march lead the listener to suspect that like Sousa with 
his “Free Lance March”, Fucik must have attempted to condense the most important material for an operetta into a march.  
The work opens with a short bugle fanfare and proceeds directly into a strain of repeated notes which seem to picture a 
flighty Florentine signorina chattering to her gentleman friend from Berlin who is given only enough time to answer a (two-
note) “ja-wohl!” occasionally.  The work continues with another fanfare; a light and beautiful trio melody; an interlude; and 
a triumphant repeat.   

John Philip Sousa was born in 1854 and died in 1932, so Sousa and Fucik were contemporaries.  Sousa was about 18 
years old when Fucik was born. While Fucik died at age 44, Sousa lived to be 78 years old.
